Subject: Agenda Item – Water and Sewer Extension Agreement with Akal Properties of 

NC Limited Partnership

Executive Summary
Akal Properties of NC Limited Partnership proposes to extend City water and sewer to serve 
Scott King Road Residential, Conservation Subdivision with 21 proposed lots. The subdivision is 
located at 809 Scott King Road, approximately 1,622 ft east of the intersection of Herndon Road 
(SR 1104) and Scott King Road (see attached vicinity map).

Recommendation
The Department of Public Works recommends that the City Council authorize the City Manager 
to enter into a water and sewer extension agreement with Akal Properties of NC Limited 
Partnership to serve Scott King Road Residential, a Conservation Subdivision with 21 proposed 
lots.

Background
Water service shall be provided by tying into existing water mains in Queensbury Court and Scott 
King Road. Sewer service shall be provided by extending an 8' PVC Sanitary sewer to tie into an 
existing Durham County sanitary sewer located onsite.

Issues/Analysis
Akal Properties of NC Limited Partnership proposes to extend City water and sewer to serve 
Scott King Road Residential, a Conservation Subdivision with 21 proposed lots on an 11.49 acre 
site in southern Durham.  The subdivision is located at 809 Scott King Road, approximately 1,622 
ft east of the intersection of Herndon Road (SR 1104) and Scott King Road (see attached vicinity 
map).  Water service shall be provided by tying into existing water mains in Queensbury Court 
and Scott King Road.  Sewer service shall be provided by extending an 8' PVC Sanitary sewer to 
tie into an existing sanitary sewer located onsite.  The parcel is located outside the City limits and 
inside the Urban Growth Area. The Durham Comprehensive Plan designates the property's future 
use as Very Low Density Residential. The proposed use, Conservation Subdivision, is allowed, 
subject to limitations. The Developer shall submit a voluntary petition for annexation as part of 
the extension agreement.  The current zoning case is Z1100007A, and the current Site Plan is 
D1000122.

This development is below the thresholds that would trigger an extended analysis.  This new 
extended analysis process is generally employed for larger developments to look at impacts to 
City services and create a benefit verses cost analysis.  The City also receives smaller 



developments that will not have far reaching impacts, and will not require the extended analysis.  
This particular project is being represented as having a small impact that can be absorbed into 
current operating budgets. 

Alternatives
City Council can choose not to approve the request.

Financial Impact
The Developer shall bear all the cost of the improvements and there shall be no participation in 
the cost by the City.
