Section 1. This ordinance is a grant project ordinance authorizing this transit project for the Durham
transit system beginning on July 1, 2005 until the project is completed.

Section 2. The City Manager is authorized to execute the grant agreements and other documents that
are required or appropriate in order for the City to receive the Federal Transit Administration
and the North Carolina Department of Transportation Transit planning and capital grant and

to undertake the project.
