Re: Statement of Commitment to Provide Local Funding for Prioritization 4.0 Projects

Dear Mr. Norman:

The City of Durham submitted several transportation projects to the Durham-Chapel Hill-Carrboro 
Metropolitan Planning Organization and NCDOT Division 5 for scoring in NCDOT’s Prioritization 4.0 
process.  The outcome of this process will be the FY 2018-2027 Transportation Improvement Program
(TIP) which will program federal, state, and local funding for projects over a ten-year window.

As required by NCDOT policies, if selected for funding, the City of Durham intends to provide funding for 
the following six projects:

These projects will be recommended for funding through the City’s Capital Improvement Program in the 
year in which they are programmed in the TIP.  This local contribution will be available concurrent with 
project authorization and in accordance with Federal Highways Administration requirements.  The City 
of Durham is aware that any funded projects will also be subject to additional requirements included in 



the municipal reimbursement agreement.  We appreciate NCDOT’s consideration and support for these 
important projects.
